Literature Reviewers
1) Checklist of a good literature review
Use “Writing Empirical Research Reports” by Pyrczak and Bruce
Review Checklist of Guidelines- Appendix A- Chapter 5 “Writing Introductions and Literature Reviews” and suggest areas of improvement.
· Start the introduction by describing the problem area; gradually shift its focus to specific research hypotheses, purposes, or questions

· Start long introductions and literature reviews with a paragraph that describes their organization, and use subheadings to guide readers

· The importance of a topic should be explicitly stated in the introduction

· A statement on the importance of a topic should be specific to the topic investigated

· The literature review should be presented in the form of an essay – not in the form of an annotated list

· The literature review should emphasize the findings of previous research – not just the research methodologies and names of variables studied

· Point out trends and themes in the literature

· Point out gaps in the literature

· Consider pointing our number or percentage of people who are affected by the problem you are studying.

· Point out how your study differs from previous studies

Does the research studies presented are clearly described?
